The front (obwerse) of the
quarter pictures a left-facing
profile of George Washington,

the first President of the

United States of America.
This coin was minted in 1932;
it was designed by John

Flannagan.

The front reads,
"LIBERTY," "IN GOO WE
TRUST," and the year the
Ccoin was minted. The small
initial by Washington is the
mint mark, denoting the
location of the Us mint that
produced the coin (D means
Denver, Colorado, 5 means
San Francisco, California, and
P means Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania).

The back (reverse) of
the quarter used to
picture the
presidential coat of
arms ([an eagle with
outstretched wings).

The back reads,
"UMITED STATES 0OF
AMERICA," "E
PLURIBUS LIWLIM"
(which means, "0Out of
many, ane"l, and
"OQUARTER DOLLAR."
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
